Activate Prior Knowledge:
1. Who was the Persian king that created the largest empire of his time?

2. What government idea did the Persians borrow from the Egyptians?

Deliver Instruction:

The students will follow along with the lecture in order to fill in a note packet on Mesopotamia.  We sill discuss the sections on the Babylonians and the Hebrews.

Graded Assignment:
