Ancient Mesopotamia (Finish and Wrap-Up)
Content Objectives:  The students will…

1. Locate the Phoenicians in time and place

2. Recognize the key contribution of the Phoenicians in regards to written language

3. Recognize Hammurabi’s Code by its language and harshness

Behavioral Objectives:  The students will…

1. Listen to the lecture and fill in their note packs accordingly

2. View Hammurabi’s code for better understanding

3. Read a handout on Zoroastrianism for better understanding

Analytical Objectives:  The students will…
1. Explain the importance of trade in the formation of written language

2. Explain the importance of the Phoenician’s alphabet

Bell Ringer:  Who was the founder of Judaism?  Who freed the Israelites from slavery in Egypt?

Activate Prior Knowledge:

1. Who was Hammurabi?

2. Why were the laws written on stone?

3. Why might it be good to have laws visible to everybody?

Deliver Instruction:

The students will follow along with the lecture in order to fill in a note packet on Mesopotamia.  We will finish up the note pack by discussing the Phoenicians.

Graded Assignment:
Students will use their laptops and the internet by typing “Hammurabi’s Code” into a Google search and following the first link.  This will take them to a translation of every law in Hammurabi’s Code.  The students will write down 10 laws that they find interesting, and after each law they will write at least 1 sentence which states why they feel the law would have been important.  To be collected in about 30 – 40 minutes.
Class Activity:
The class will take out the Zoroastrianism handout they received on Day 2 (or those who were absent will receive a handout).  I will ask for volunteers to read sections, and will pause to have them highlight important information and to give more in-depth information.

Plans for Extra Time:
If there is extra time, we will read the Mesopotamia Fact Sheet together as a class. I will have the students highlight key information.  Students may begin on their homework.
